Examples of these include where companies store data, to whom they sell or license 

technology, and how they respond to the requests from governments to either access 

individuals’ data or to censor or limit access to information. These and other decisions 

directly affect the capacity of governments in online law enforcement, in addition to 

impacting the privacy and freedom of expression of millions of Internet and mobile users 

worldwide.  

In the face of such complex problems, the Global Network Initiative was founded with the goal 

of protecting and advancing the rights to privacy and freedom of expression. The GNI helps 

ICT companies navigate these complexities and obligations by providing them with 

expert guidance, shared learning, and policy engagement while ensuring accountability and 

transparency in the interest of global citizens.
